*GSWs disproportionately impact young adults. 
 Despite being 20% of Cleveland residents being
between 18-29 years old they account for nearly 45% of
GSWs.  This is a 150% overrepresentation in GSW
incidence

There was a 66% increase in GSW-related hospital visits between 2019 and 2020.

The homicide incidence in Cleveland City in 2019 was 3.7x the national average.
